Abstract

In August 2021 Taliban took over power in Afghanistan and banned music and dancing. Known
dancers have been exiled and those that remained dance in secret. In Greece, with the support of
feminist groups, Afghan and Iranian refugee women founded the group of "Hidden Goddess" in
order to teach dance to girls and boys and dance freely.

The documentary seeks to highlight women's struggle for their rights through their choice to
continue dancing despite the bans in Afghanistan and despite the obstacles they also encountered in
Greece. At the same time, through their narratives, mainly in Farsi, they struggle for their right to
the language in which they feel more comfortable to express themselves is also highlighted.
